8. Qualified Applicants must be attending a college or university of their choice. Applicant 

must have a letter of acceptance to a college or university submitted to the NBPA 

scholarship committee prior to the date of the award, which is no sooner than August 

of the award year.  

9. Applicant must submit an essay.  ESSAY MUST BE AT LEAST 500 WORDS AND 

TYPED, double-spaced. HANDWRITTEN ESSAYS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.  

The essay must consist of the following:  In your own words, please state the course of 

study you plan to pursue and your general outlook as to future endeavors. Include 

community service you are involved in. Also include how your life endeavors parallel 

those of Alphonso Deal.
